PREMATURE BABIES
ARE BLOCKING BEDS

The Royal College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists
(RCOG) has come under fire after accusing premature babies
in intensive care units of “bed blocking.” The British medical
college reported in mid-March to the Nufield Council of
Bioethics that “economic considerations” should be made to
treat potentially healthy babies rather than preemies born at
less than 25 weeks’ gestation. The RCOG statement also

reflects the growing opinion of British doctors to withhold
treatment of extremely premature infants. Baroness Warnock,
Britain’s leading medical ethics expert, suggested that Britain
follow Holland’s example to withhold medical treatment for
babies born under 25 weeks to prevent competition of doc-
tors to keep such babies alive. Bliss, a premature baby charity,
blasted the RCOG on the language. Chief Executive Rob
Williams said, “The care of premature babies is already an
area that is under-resourced and overstretched, and it is not
helpful to suggest that their worth can be calculated in terms
of money.”

Editor’'s Note: So goes the slipper slope that history has
shown America follows Britain’s lead. We must all get
involved to prevent the unborn, the premature born, the
newborn and on down the line to be expendable because
of the almighty $ and lack of ethics and respect for life.

FETAL PAIN — THE FACTS

Fetal pain is being addressed in creating law(s) at the con-
gressional level and is a subject we need to look at.

When women are considering abortion, most are not
given full information on their child other than it is a “blob”
of cells or it really isn't human or it isn’t a person, all which
are inaccurate statements. They are not told that the baby’s
heart starts at 18 days and that a baby does feel pain in utero.

“The fetus definitely feels pain. There is no scientific
debate about that. To create controversy over it is poor sci-
ence colored by politics,” says Dr. Paul Ranalli, University of
Toronto.

There are questions as to when a fetus begins to feel pain.
Many doctors, scientists, and professors believe that a fetus
feels pain at eight weeks. Others believe it is not until the sec-
ond trimester.

What is known is that skin pain receptors begin to appear
at six weeks (42 days). At 14 weeks, sensory nerves begin
growing into the spinal cord. Between 18 and 20 weeks, the
spinal cord connects to the brain, pain fibers attach at the
thalamus (the pain center deep within the brain) and cere-
bral cortex, and the entire body is covered by surface pain
receptors.

Professor Yvette Glover of London’s Queen Charlotte’s
and Chelsea Hospital, who teaches prenatal health and psy-
cholobiology and who is pro-abortion, said her interpreta-
tion of fetal-pain research indicates that the crucial factor is
development of the nervous system. “By 26 weeks, it's fully
formed and functional,” she said, “so | think at that stage the
fetus is highly likely to feel pain. But it may feel pain from 20
weeks on.”

Dr. Glover helped spark the debate in Western Europe
that led the Royal College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists
(RCG), the professional body governing British abortionists,
to recommend in 1997 that fetuses be anesthetized in abor-
tions performed from the 24" week of gestation onward.

Dr. Paul Ranalli, a neurologist at the University of
Toronto and a member of the DeVeber Institute for Bioethics,
has this to say. “A lot of the success of the pro-choice move-
ment has been their ability to glaze over, in the mind of a
large amount of the public, the humanity of the fetus.... For
the whole second half of the pregnancy, the fetus definitely
feels pain. There’s no scientific debate about that.”

Late term abortions procedures, such as a Partial Birth
Abortion, would cause severe pain. They are done at 20

weeks and later.

The Unborn Child Pain Awareness Act would require the

abortion provider make the following oral statement to the
pregnant woman in a manner she can easily understand:
You are considering having an abortion of an unborn child who
will have developed, at the time of the abortion, approximately XX
weeks after fertilization. The Congress of the United States has
determined that at this stage of development an unborn child has
the physical structure necessary to experience pain. There is sub-
stantial evidence that by this point unborn children draw away
from surgical instruments in a manner which in an infant or an
adult would be interpreted as a response to pain. Congress finds
that there is substantial evidence that the process of being killed in
an abortion will cause the unborn child pain even though you
receive a pain-reducing drug or drugs. Under the Federal Unborn
Child Pain Awareness Act of 2005 you have the option of choosing
to have anesthesia or other pain-reducing drug or drugs adminis-
tered directly to the pain-capable unborn child, if you so desire.
The purpose of administering such drug or drugs would be to
reduce or eliminate the capacity of the unborn child to experience
pain during the abortion procedure. In some cases there may be
some additional risk to you associated with administering such a
drug.

AN ABORTIONIST’S WORLD

The city of New York, where 1 live, has the alarming - for
me - distinction of being what the January 15 New York Daily
News called “the abortion capital of the country.”

For every 100 pregnancies in 2004, 40 ended in a planned
abortion, almost double the national average of 24 of 100
pregnancies in 2002. In New York in 2004, the total number
of induced abortions was 91,700. (Information source was
the Department of Health’s new Vital Statistics Report.)
Unlike most people | know in journalism, | am a pro-lifer.

When accused of this unpardonable heresy after years of
being categorized as a non-religious liberal, | quote a letter in
the February 18, 1990 Journal of the American Medical
Association by a North Carolina physician, Dr. Joel Hylton:
“Who can deny that the fetus is alive and is a separate entity?
Its humanity also cannot be questioned scientifically. It is
certainly of no other species. That it is dependent on another
makes it qualitatively no different from countless other
humans outside the womb. It strikes me that to argue one
may take an innocent life to preserve the quality of life of
another is cold.”

As a reporter, | usually am able to understand why people
with whom | disagree think and act the way they do; but |
am at a loss to understand how an abortionist finds his daily
vocation in deliberately, brutally ending a human life.

But having read a remarkable illuminating November 29,
2005 Los Angeles Times article, “Offering Abortion, Rebirth,”

An Abortionist’s World...

by staff writer Stephanie Simon, | at least have some sense of
the mindset of an abortionist. Hers is not a report with an
anti-abortion agenda. Miss Simon just reported what she
saw and heard in a visit to the office of Dr. William F.
Harrison in Fayetteville, Arkansas.

Dr. Harrison, 70, “estimates he’s terminated at least
20,000 pregnancies.” He will not, however, end third-
trimester pregnancies, even if the fetus is severely disabled,
because he regards abortion at that stage to be infanticide.
“Until that point, however,” Miss Simon reports, “he will
abort for any reason.” On the day she was in his office, a
patient, a 32-year-old college student had had four abortions
in the last 12 years. “She keeps forgetting to take her birth-
control pills.” Abortion “is a bummer,” she says, “but no big
stress.” “Dr. Harrison has no hesitation in calling himself an
abortionist,” adding, “I am destroying a life.”

But he is convinced that he is simultaneously giving life,
calling his patients “born again.” He explains: “When you
end what the woman considers a disastrous pregnancy, she
has been literally given her life back.” As for the human lives
he so often ends before the third trimester, Dr. Harrison’s
attitude, after performing a two-minute abortion that day, is
described: “When he’s done, Harrison performs another
ultrasound (previously frozen with an image of the fetus).
The screen this time is blank but for the contours of the
uterus.” ‘We've gotten everything out of there, he says. ‘No
big stress!

This day in the abortionist’s office reminded me that
when the late John Cardinal O’Connor, whom | was privi-
leged to know as a friend, first became Bishop of New York
City, he was vilified in a New York Times editorial for having
called abortion a “holocaust.” | didn’t think he was wrong
then, nor do I think so now.

When a New York doctor who had performed thousands
of abortions looked at what he had done with his life, he
stopped and converted to Catholicism. Cardinal O’Connor
presided at the doctor’s conversion. The next day the
Cardinal said to me, “I hope we don’t lose you. You're the
only liberal, nonreligious, civil libertarian pro-lifer we have
left.”

I am still here in the abortion capital of the United States.
I would not have voted to confirm Samuel Alito, obviously,
not because of his purported view of abortion, but because
he strikes me as deferring far too much to presidential and
everyday police powers in this indefinite war on terrorism. |
opposed Justice Alito because | do not believe in aborting
the Bill of Rights.

Postnote: Nat Hentoff is also Jewish. He is a syndicated
columnist dedicated to the pro-life cause.

I hope one or all of the different articles in this
newsletter will call out to you to get involved. A handful
of people in New Mexico are trying to reach the goals and
mission. Some are getting old, some are ill. We all have a
stake in this. If not, New York will be only one of many
states where abortions will probably be more than births.

PROPOSED NEW PRO-ABORTION
UNITED NATIONS’ WOMEN’S AGENCY
DRAWS OPPOSITION

A top United Nations official is calling for the creation of
a new women'’s agency that would be devoted to promoting
women’s rights. However, abortion advocacy groups believe

the program would be promoting abortion, leading one
women’s organization to say the agency is unnecessary.

Stephen Lewis, a former Canadian UN ambassador who
is a special UN envoy to Africa and who addresses AIDS
issues, is leading the call for the new agency.

“We have United Nations’ agencies for everything from
children to health to food to education,” he told Voice of
America, “We do not have a United Nations’ agency to repre-
sent and assist and liberate and enhance the lives of more
than half the world’s people.”

Lewis said the agency should be run different from other
UN outfits in that non-governmental organizations (NGOs)
who have been involved in previous population conferences
should craft the agency’s agenda.

However, Dr. Janice Shaw Crouse, twice a United States
Delegate to UN conferences and a Concerned Women for
America (CWA) spokeswoman, says most NGOs are primar-
ily pro-abortion groups that want to establish a worldwide
right to abortion.

“Lewis’ proposal would dramatically strengthen the
already incredibly-strong radical feminist influence at the
UN, and it would virtually ensure that abortion would
become a human right around the world,” Crouse said in a
statement provided to LifeNews.com.

“Plus, having an agency devoted solely to so-called
‘women’s rights’ would require an increase in already exorbi-
tant funding for the UN from member nations — especially
the United States — and funnel that extra money into the
radical feminist agenda,” Crouse explained.

CWA points out that in recent years the phrases “women’s
rights are human rights” and “reproductive rights” have
become a rallying cry for the United Nations to implement a
whole panoply of radical initiatives and policies around the
world, including legalizing abortion in every nation possible.

“One of the scariest aspects of Lewis’ plan is to involve
international nongovernmental organizations (NGOs) in the
planning and operation of the agency,” Crouse added.

“Anyone who has knowledge of how the UN works recog-
nizes the tremendous influence these radical NGOs have
through their domination of UN world conferences — espe-
cially those for women - and their behind-the-scenes exper-
tise in lobbying for far-left reproductive services (code for
abortion) policies,” she said.

Lewis’ plan for a new agency may gain little traction,
according to a Toronto Sun report, which says other agencies
such as UNICEF, the UN Population Fund (UNFPA), the
World Health Organization, and the UN Development
Program may balk at having a women’s agency take some of
their programs.

UNICEF has come under fire for promoting abortion,
and the UNFPA has long been a subject of criticism because
of its participation in China’s family planning program,
which allows the birth of just one child and includes the
forced abortion and sterilization of women.

Lewis, who was the deputy director for UNICEF for four
years, said other UN agencies have nothing to fear from his
proposal.

GOVERNOR JEB BUSH SIDES WITH TERRI
SCHIAVO’S NURSE IN STATE COMPLAINT

Washington D.C.

Governor Jeb Bush is siding with a nurse who cared for
Terri Schiavo during the mid 1990s and who helped expose
Terri’s former husband’s mistreatment of Terri. The Florida

Department of Health wants to revoke Caria Sauer-Lyer’s
license over an interview she gave CNN last March about
how Michael Schiavo failed to care for and mistreated Terri.

However, Bush says the information she discussed in the
interview was already public record in the ongoing lawsuit
between Michael and Terri’s parents, Bob and Mary
Schindler.

“The government feels the actions taken against Sauer-
Lyer are not justified and hopes the complaint will be recon-
sidered and dismissed,” Bush spokesman Russell Schweiss
wrote in an e-mail to the St. Petersburg Times. “She did not
disclose any information which was not already public.”

On July 13, the Florida Department of Health asked the
Board of Nursing to dismiss its complaint against Sauer-Lyer.

The nursing board had originally proposed a one-sided
deal by which Sauer-Lyer would relinquish her nursing
license and pay nearly $1,700 in administrative fees. Her
attorney responded by requesting an administrative hearing
on the matter, but no date has yet been set for it.

Sauer-Lyer, who is employed at the Palm Garden of Largo
Convalescent Center, filed an affidavit for Florida Governor
Jeb Bush in his attempts to help Terri's parents prevent Terri’s
death.

Sauer-Lyer said that after one visit by Michael in Terri’s
room for 20 minutes with the door shut, Sauer-Lyer found
Terri lethargic and “crying hysterically.” She checked Terri’s
blood sugar levels, and “they were barely showing any read-
ing on the glucometer,” she indicated. She also saw a vial of
“insulin concealed in the trash bin.” She indicated there were
needle marks underneath Terri’s breast, under her arms, and
in her groin area.

However, in an interview with the Associated Press,
Michael, who has been in Colorado to raise money for can-
didates who favor assisted suicide and euthanasia, blasted
Bush.

“This is America. The governor is entitled to be wrong
again,” he said. “What Carla did is wrong, and what the gov-
ernor is doing to protect her is wrong. Why does he want to
help people to lie?”

Sauer-Lyer told the AP she was “glad but not surprised” to
hear that Bush was taking her side “since he was instrumen-
tal in trying to save Terri’s life.”

The nursing board began its efforts to revoke Sauer-Lyer’s
license after a Massachusetts woman filed a complaint with
the agency after she watched Sauer-Lyer's CNN interview. She
filed the complaint last March, the day after the interview,
saying Sauer-Lyer made “inflammatory remarks” regarding
Michael Schiavo.

Sauer-Lyer’s attorneys have filed papers saying the infor-
mation Sauer-Lyer discussed in the CNN interview was a
matter of public record at the time.

Sauer-Lyer explained in an August 2003 affidavit for
Terri’s parent, Bob and Mary Schindler, that Michael would
complain when staff would take care of Terri or feed her. He
also refused to provide her with any rehabilitative treatment.

“{T"}hat therapy — take that washcloth out,” he would
tell Sauer-Lyer.

She said, “It was clear to me at Palm Garden that all deci-
sions regarding Terri Schiavo were made by Michael Schiavo
with no allowances made for any discussion, debate, or nor-
mal professional judgment. My initial training there consists
solely of the instruction, ‘Do what Michael Schiavo tells you
or you will be terminated. ”

“Very few of us were allowed to see Terri,” she said.
However, she saw enough of Terri to know that she was not
in a persistent vegetative state.

Sauer-Lyer said one of the problems in the long legal bat-
tle between Michael and the Schindlers had been courts not
fully investigating every complaint and concern.

“That’s been the problem the whole time - {presiding}
Judge Greer not looking into all the evidence,” Sauer-Lyer
said last year.

Sauer-Lyer said she has never been interviewed by any of
the judges considering Terri’s case.

“None of us were able to testify,” she said, referring to fel-
low nurses Heidi Law and Carolyn Johnson, who both filed
affidavits to confirm Sauer-Lyer’s contention that Michael
withheld medical care and rehabilitative treatment and may
have tried to take his wife’s life.

In the affidavit, Sauer-Lyer contends Michael repeatedly
asked hospice staff when Terri was going to die, with
demeaning questions such as “When is that bitch gonna
die?”

Sauer-Lyer was ultimately fired from her position after fil-
ing a police report regarding the insulin incident. She cared
for Terri from April 1996 through August 1996.

ABORTED BABIES USED IN
RUSSIAN ANTI-AGING FAD

Wealthy Russians are switching from investing their rubles
in luxury yachts and designer jewelry to stem cell therapies
in an attempt to maintain the vitality of youth into their old
age.

The treatments in which stem cells extracted from aborted
or miscarried fetuses are injected into the body is the latest
anti-ageing weapon, following Botox injections and facelifts,
to keep Moscow’s youth-obsessed high society looking
young. And those who have admitted visiting the clinics now
springing up across the Russian capital claim it works and
has wiped years off their age.

Pharmaceutical magnate and former presidential candi-
date Vladmir Brynstsalov, 58, one of Russia’s 27 billionaires,
is already a firm believer in the experimental treatment that
can cost as must as $2,000 per session.

The fetal stem cell therapy is not only being used to
smooth out wrinkles but is also being injected into other
parts of the body to get rid of cellulite and excess flab.
However, the ethical, health, and legal issues surrounding
the therapy are being ignored — experts are exploiting a legal
loophole in Russian law that permits the extraction and stor-
age of embryo stem cells but does not specify what can then
be done with them.

Professor Vladimir Smirnov, Director of Moscow'’s
Institute of Experimental Cardiology and a member of the
Russian Academy of Sciences, recently voiced concern: “We
are talking about a huge, corrupt and dangerous trade in
dubious therapies,” he said. “The authorities have never
licensed any medical specialist to administer injections of
stem cells. These methods are totally illegal.”

Equipment to extract stem cells from a human embryo is
extremely expensive. Other critics are incredulous that beauty
parlors can even afford it. They believe patients may have
been injected with an embryo’s tissue extracts, skin cells, or
even animal stem cells instead. At least one Russian patient
has died after having such treatment.
